1.4	SUBMITTALS
A.	Submit under provisions of Section 01 60 00 – Product Requirements.
B.	Product Data:  Submit manufacturer’s descriptive literature and specifications.
1.	Preparation instructions and recommendations.
2.	Manufacturer’s Information:  Manufacturer’s technical information, recommended methods of application, application rates, label analysis, safety and environmental cautions, and instructions for handling and storing each coating material.

1.5	QUALITY ASSURANCE
A.	Installer Qualifications:  Employ a firm or individual experienced in applying Basis-of-Design Product, MoldBLOCK™, to the extent indicated for this Project and whose work has resulted in applications with a record of successful in-service performance.
1.6	DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING
A.	Deliver materials to Project site in manufacturer’s original, unopened packages and containers bearing manufacturer’s name and label.  Packaging shall bear the manufacturer’s name, label, and the following list of information:
1.	Product name and type (description).
2.	Surface preparation, and application and use instructions.
3.	VOC content and environmental issues (if any).
B.	Storage:  store and dispose of solvent-based materials, and materials used with solvent based materials, in accordance with requirements of local authorities having jurisdiction.
C.	Store materials in an area that is within the acceptable temperature range, per manufacturer’s instructions.  Protect from freezing.
D.	Handling:  Maintain a clean, dry storage area, to prevent contamination or damage to the coatings.
E.	Maintain storage containers in a clean condition, free of foreign materials and residue.
1.7	PROJECT CONDITIONS
A.	Maintain environmental conditions (temperature, humidity, and ventilation) within limits recommended by manufacturer for optimum results.  Do not install products under environmental conditions outside manufacturer’s absolute limits.
1.8	WARRANTY
A.	Manufacturer’s Warranty:  Provide manufacturer’s standard 20 year written warranty against future mold growth.

2.1	BASIS-OF-DESIGN MANUFACTURER
A.	Basis-of-Design Manufacturer:  The design for Mold Pretreat and Prevention is based on products manufactured by the following:

B.	Subject to compliance with requirements, provide the named product(s) or a comparable product(s) by others.  Substitutions shall be in strict accordance with Section 01 20 00 – Price and Payment Procedures.
PART 2 – EXECUTION
3.1	EXAMINATION
A.	Do not begin installation until substrates have been properly cleaned and prepared.
B.	If substrate preparation is the result of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.
3.2	PREPARATION
A.	General:  Surfaces to be treated should be free of existing mold and debris.
3.3	APPLICATION
A.	General:  Apply MoldBLOCK™ according to manufacturer’s written instructions.
1.	Standard application to include existing exterior walls, studs, and cavities, and wet areas, i.e. entire project.
2.	Additional treatment areas such as trusses, rafters, etc. to be clearly defined in documents and Drawings.
B.	Application Procedures:  Apply MoldBLOCK™ by brush, roller, spray, or other applicators according to manufacturer’s written instructions.
3.4	CLEANING
A.	After completing MoldBLOCK™ treatment, clean any affected surfaces as needed.
3.5	PROTECTION
A.	Protect work of other trades, whether being treated or not, against damage from treatment.  Correct damage by cleaning or replacing, as approved by Architect.
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
